Hunting for information on the World Wide Web:

There are several places you can search for answers.  If you are not sure where to start, try this method:

1. Open up Netscape or Internet Explorer so you can access the internet.

2. Type in www.ask.com in the spot where you can type in a web address.  Hit enter to go to Ask.com.

3. Type in your question.

4. Search the sites that Ask.com brings up for you to explore.

5. Alternatively you can type in the name of your topic in Google, www.google.com and click go.
